» Their purpose is to promote human health,
preserve biodiversity, safeguard the long-
term productivity of ecosystems and secure
good management of natural resources.
Consideration must also be given to the
cultural environment and cultural historical

values.




Reduced Climate Impact

“The stabilization of concentrations of greenhouse
gases in the atmosphere at levels which ensure
that human activities do not have a harmful
Impact on the climate system. This goal must
be achieved in such a way and at such a pace
that biological diversity is preserved, food
production is assured and other goals of
sustainable development are not jeopardized.
Sweden, together with other countries, must
assume responsibility for achieving this global
objective.”
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Clean Air

The air must be clean enough not to represent a
risk to human health or to animals, plants or
cultural assets.
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The SWAF Defense Sector
Responsiblility

National Sector Responsibility legislation places s pecific
obligations on Swedish sector authorities to handle environmental
iIssues within their sector. The responsibility of d ifferent society
sectors involves:

» A responsibility to be the motive power for the
environmental work

» The 16 environmental quality objectives should be g uiding
principle and starting point for environmental obje ctives in
the sector

» An annual report of what have been established
